
 

                                   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 PLEASE READ THESE INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE FITTING THE HEATERS 
 
 
• NEVER FOLD THE HEATING MATS! 

 
• Remove the heater from its packaging and place it in the required position on top of 

the underlay. Warmup heaters may be laid either side up, but should not be folded 
at any time. Keep the heater at least 300mm from the edges of the carpet to 
prevent damage from the spikes of the power stretcher or knee kicker. Make sure 
that the electrical supply cord easily reaches the nearest power point.  

 
• Flatten, smooth out and adhere the heater to the underlay with adhesive tape as set

• Mark out the line of the supply cord at right angles to the wall, and cut a groove in 
the underlay about 6mm wide along this line. Fit the cord into this channel and tape 
over to secure in position. This will eliminate any unsightly bumps or ridges in the 
carpet. 
 

• Lay out the rest of the cord along the front of the smooth edge to a point directly 
below the power point or draw wire and cut a notch through the smooth edge . 

 
• Avoid doing any carpet joins on top of heaters. 

 
• Do not cover the heated carpet area with thick rugs, foam mattresses, bean bags or 

similar items as this will cause overheating and possible damage to the carpet. 
 

• Do not cover the heating pads with lounge suites or low lying furniture as this will 
result in discolouration of the carpet.  
 

 

Step 1 
 
Cut away underlay 
beneath the power 
cord and corner. 
 
Band tape over this 
corner of the pad. 

Step 2 
 
Stick tape over the 
heater as shown ensuring 
it adheres to both the 
heater and the underlay. 

Step 3 
 
Roll the carpet over 
the heater starting in 
the direction as 
shown.  The heater 
will find its own 
position with the 
weight of the carpet.

• Extra caution should be taken with light colour carpets as discolouration of the 
carpet can occur. 
 

• All heaters to be connected via a Residual Current Device (RCD) Protected circuit 
 

NOTE: 
- Warmup heaters should only be used in conjunction with hessian backed carpets or 

similar.  NO foam or rubber backed carpets!  Where possible do not position heaters 
under furniture, as some of the benefit of the heaters will be lost. 
 

- Warmup heaters are not suitable for use on stairs, as they should not be folded.  
Should you wish to move your heater at some later stage, please do roll it, never 
fold it.
